IMPACT SNAPSHOT

To break the cycle of mass incarceration and to save dogs at high risk of euthanasia. 

540 justice-impacted individuals served since 2011

282 dogs rescued since 2011

10% our one-year recidivism rate, as compared to 33%
overall for the Philadelphia Department of Prisons

82% participant graduation rate in 2023

$10K average cost for each New Leash participant, as
compared to ~$40K incurred in incarcerating a
young adult in PA.

The YARD program serves young adults (18-24) in Philadelphia who have been
charged with their first offense and have the potential to benefit from an intensive

diversion program or who have been incarcerated and are eligible for early
parole. More than 90% of our participants are BIPOC males, and almost all

participants have faced gun-related charges. YARD currently serves 28 young
adults per year (a total of 98 since 2021) and achieving extraordinary results:

6.25% one-year recidivism and a 96% reduction in gun-related charges.
